WEEK 6: DISOBEDIENCE LEADS TO LOSS OF BLESSING

Opening Prayer
Vision Cast (Open Agenda)
State the group’s purpose over the duration of your time together:

1. Spiritual growth  2. Discipleship  3. Relational environment

Ground Rules (Explain when someone new joins the group.)

Sharing (Amount)

Using “I” Statements

Opening Connection (optional)
See lesson plan for what to ask if new people have been invited.

Connection to Prior Week

“In our last meeting we told the story of what the Bible says about the creation of the first man and woman, from Genesis 1 & 2.”

A volunteer re-tells the story or lesson from the previous week.

Thank the person who shared and then ask the questions provided in the lesson plan for this section.

Story Preparation

“Today we are going to tell the story of the disobedience of the first man and woman, from Genesis 2 & 3.”

Warm up for Today’s Story

Q: “What is your most vivid memory of getting in trouble when you were a kid?”

 (Give everyone a chance to respond.)

Setting the Scene 

Adam and Eve were formed by God and he placed them in a beautiful garden where they lived and worked :: The Bible says that they were both naked and not ashamed.

Tell them, “As you are listening to the story be thinking of the question we’re going to ask after the story: ‘Why didn’t God intervene in Adam and Eve’s decision?’”
Tell the Story (in your own words)
Disobedience Leads to Loss of Blessing

Genesis 2:15-16; Genesis 3
Re-build The Story

From memory, together. Then read it aloud from Scripture.
Debrief the Story:
“What do we learn about Satan from this story?”

“Why do you think Satan chose to tempt Eve first?”

“Where was Adam when his wife was being tempted? What does this say about men?”

Focus Question: “Why didn’t God intervene in Adam and Eve’s decision?”

“What do we learn about God from this story?”
Accountability
Continue discussion on accountability (see lesson plan, end). 
Closing Prayer

Choose from some of the options provided in the lesson plan.

Next Week
The Danger of Wickedness (The Flood, and the Salvation of Obedience) – “We are going to learn from the story of God’s judgment of evil and His promise to save a man named Noah.”
Ask someone in the group to tell today’s story at the beginning of group next week.
